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Bibliometric Service Practices of Academic Libraries in Europe and the Implica-
tions
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Abstract; Bibliometric services, which are new growing point of research support services, can outreach the
services of libraries and transform the roles of libraries. The paper defines the bibliometric service, and intro-
duces bibliometric service practices of academic libraries in Europe by analyzing typical cases. The background
of services, post setting and staffing, the model and content of services, operation flows and feedback evalua-
tion, and cooperation are analyzed for characteristics of services. Consequently, a few implications are put for-
ward for carrying out bibliometric service practices in domestic academic libraries.
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
