Abstract  Thirty years of socioeconomic changes have presented great challenges to
state governance in China. The third Plenary of the 18" Congress of the Chinese
Communist Party has set up the reform goal of modernizing the state governance system.
For this enterprise governance at the county or lower level is fundamental. In 2014
the County of Yanjin tried Citizen Participatory Budgeting ( CPB) . Inviting citizens to
participate in the budgetary process and then developing budgetary democracy not only
enriches and develops local democracy but also creates a form of democratic governance
with co — governance at its core. The allocation of public funds are then more tailored to
the needs of local citizens and allocative efficiency is improved. Moreover CPB creates
a form of co — governance and has contributes to a dramatic reduction in the cost of local
governance. In the end CPB in Yanjin was a successful reform in modernizing state
governance. Yanjin's CFB success has great implications not only for Yanjin but also for
other counties in Yunnan province as well as other localities throughout China.

Yannan Gou & Fuguo Han
Abstract The legitimacy and reasonability of local budgeting are crucial elements in
local governance. They depend however on agreed procedures and impartiality during
the process of budget decision — making. We compared the local budget decision -
making in the cases of Yanjin Participatory Budgeting and Wenling Participatory
Budgeting from the perspective of social participatory procedure and social agreement
achievement. Although these two localities are at different stages of economic
development we found that they created similar participatory procedures to guarantee
the extent of citizen participation an impartial process and reasonable results. Local
citizens agreed as to the reasonability of the budget results through mutual inquiry and
learned how to cultivate a spirit of compromise and mutual support. Budget reform in
